The City of Greeley Water and Sewer Department utilizes water rights in the Greeley No. 3 Ditch for 
augmentation purposes.  The City had utilized an old farm turnout that fed Stoneybrook Pond to transfer 
water from the Ditch to the 35th Avenue Storm Sewer through the pond.  In 2008 the Colorado State 
Engineer's Office (SEO) required the City to find an alternative to channeling augmentation flows 
through the Stoneybrook Pond due to concern about out of priority evaporation losses and lack of 
measurement. 
 
The purpose of the project was to install a turnout and measurement device on the Greeley, No. 3 Ditch.  
The turnout is designed to pass a small augmentation discharge from the ditch into the 35th Avenue Storm 
Sewer, from which it could be returned to the Cache La Poudre River.  This project consisted of the 
following: 
 
·  Hydraulic analysis and final design of concrete headwall, gate and trash rack; 
·  Hydraulic analysis and final design of meter vault for 12-inch diameter electromagnetic flow 

meter and associated valving; 
·  Hydraulic analysis and final design of a 200-foot long, 12-inch diameter PVC pipe conveyance 

from headwall to 35th Ave. Storm Sewer manhole; 
·  Project area grading and reclamation; 
·  Preparation of final design drawings and contract documents; and  
·  Project observation during the approximately 1-month construction time period.  
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
